Drop:
Drop Silent-E when adding a Vowel Suffix

Double:
If 1ast syllable 1s accented and ends in CVC

Change:
Change Y to I before adding any suffix

But not:
If'Y 1s part of a Vowel Team
If suffix starts with |

TION - SION with Basewords:
If Baseword ends with Consonant
Drop 1t and use TION
Unless D or S
If Baseword ends with Silent-E
Drop last 2 letters and use TION
Unless DE or SE
