Jumps over I blue tile to make a vowel long (ruck, Luke)

Long vowel plus one consonant or digraph

one-syllable word:

A, I, O, or U : Silent-E (safe, pine, rope, rude)

E = EE (feet)

last syllable of multi-syllable word:

A, E, I, O, or U - Silent-E (complete)

lzl at end : se (rise)

lSl At gnd : Ce most of rhe rime (rice)
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
